THE SOLEMNITY OF THE
ANNUNCIATION OF THE LORD

The Solemnity of the Annunciation is celebrated normally on
March 25, nine months before the Nativity of the Lord, a
feast which came about earlier historically. The Annunciation
recalls the day when the Archangel Gabriel appeared to Mary
and revealed God’s will that she become the Mother of the
Son of God, and she accepted. At that moment, the “Word
became Flesh and dwelt among us” (John 1:14).

The Feast of the Annunciation is one of the most important
in the Church calendar. First, it celebrates the actual Incarna-
tion of Our Savior -- the Word made flesh in the womb of His
mother, Mary. Second, it is a principal Marian feast. This
feast is also very important in the defense of the life of un-
born children. Even with small children, this is a good day to
begin teaching about the high value God places on human
life. He loved us so much that he became one of us, took on
our human nature and became an innocent, completely de-
pendent infant.

Many Catholics who are deeply concerned with the defense
of the life of unborn children believe that it would be most
fitting if the Feast of the Annunciation were also to be ac-
corded this status. Although it seems unlikely that the Ameri-
can bishops will add another obligatory feast to the Church
calendar, we can certainly take on the 'obligation’ ourselves
to attend Mass, if at all possible.

The biblical account of the Annunciation is in the first chapter
of the Gospel of St. Luke, which describes the news given to
Mary that she was to become the mother of the Incarnation
of God, records the "angelic salutation" of Gabriel to Mary,
'Hail, thou who art highly favored. The Lord is with thee."
This is the origin of the repeated "Hail Mary" prayer of the

Rosary); and Mary's response to God's will, "Let it be done to
me according to thy word." Her exultant hymn, the Magnifi-
cat, found in Luke 1:46-55, has been part of the Church's
liturgy of the hours, at Vespers (evening prayer), and has
been repeated nightly in churches, convents and monaster-
ies for many centuries.

The act of Spiritual Adoption is a personal and
charitable gift of prayer, love and sacrifice. Through our
prayers, God is able to bestow faith in God’s mercy to the
mothers and fathers of the unborn, and granting them the
gift of peace in their hearts. Through our heartfelt
commitment to pray, the deep wounds caused by the sin of
abortion can begin to be healed. You will be the "Spiritual
Parent" of this unborn baby!

After the US Supreme Court legalized abortion in 1973,
Venerable Archbishop Fulton J. Sheen wrote a prayer to let
the faithful know that we are not powerless against anti-life
forces. He wanted us to know that, someday, in heaven, we
will embrace the babies whom we have spiritually adopted.
It goes like this:

Jesus, Mary, and Joseph, I love you very much. | beg you to
spare the life of the unborn baby [baby’s name] that | have
spiritually adopted who is in danger of abortion. Amen.

While this child will remain unknown to his or her 'spiritual
parent', God knows who the child is. Many people have
found that naming 'their child' helps to keep them focused
on the reality that their prayers are helping to save a
particular baby from the harm of abortion.
