Feast of the Transfiguration of

the Lord
August 6

On August 6, the Church celebrates the Feast of the Transfiguration
of the Lord, a moment of divine revelation and glory.

The Transfiguration is described in the Gospels of Matthew, Mark,
and Luke. Jesus takes Peter, James, and John up a high mountain,
traditionally believed to be Mount Tabor, where He is transfigured
before them. His face shines like the sun, His clothes become dazzling
white, and Moses and Elijah appear beside Him. A voice from the
cloud says,

“This is my beloved Son, with whom | am well pleased,; listen to
Him” (Matthew 17:5).

This profound event gives the disciples, and all of us, a glimpse of
Christ’s divine glory and a preview of the resurrection. It strengthens
their faith as they prepare for the suffering to come, and it reminds
us that beyond the cross lies the promise of eternal life.

The Feast of the Transfiguration invites us to contemplate the glory of
Christ and to remain attentive to His voice,

especially during times of doubt, struggle, or change. It is a call to
transformation, of our hearts, minds, and lives, so that we too may
reflect the light of Christ to the world.

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Memorial of St. John
Vianney, Patron Saint of

Parish Priests
August 4

On August 4, the Church celebrates the Memo-
rial of St. John Vianney, the humble and holy
priest known as the Curé of Ars and honored as
the Patron Saint of Parish Priests.

Born in 1786 in France, St. John Vianney over-
came great obstacles to become a priest, in-
cluding academic struggles and the turmoil of
the French Revolution. Assigned to the small
village of Ars, he lived a life of deep prayer, sac-
rifice, and pastoral dedication. Through his wit-
ness, preaching, and especially the sacrament
of Reconciliation, he transformed his parish and
touched the hearts of thousands. People trav-
eled from all over to seek his counsel and con-
fession, often waiting for hours. He sometimes
spent 12—16 hours a day in the confessional.

St. John Vianney remains a shining example of
what it means to be a faithful priest—devoted
to the Eucharist, Our Lady, and the spiritual care
of souls.

As we honor him, let us pray for all priests and
for new vocations to the priesthood.
